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We're going to have a few minutes of remark by Dr. Moreno, who has been a member
of the first Vulnerable Patient Symposium and we had discussions on the concept of
risk factors versus risk markers, if Pedro remembers. We were talking about what do
we do for the detection of hypertension? We know how many risk factors contribute to
hypertension. Are we measuring endothelin or are we measuring plasma renin
activity? Are we measuring angiotensin in these patients? No, we're not. We're just
measuring a simple cuff-based based marker of a systemic disease. Blood pressure is
not a disease of the right arm.. We have found a bio marker, an easy and inexpensive
one and I'm sure if you put that in the model, Dr. Taylor will tell you that model will be
successfully cost effective. We are looking for something like that for the bottom of our
pyramid in order to cost effectively start a screening. And that is the beginning. Pedro,
